       The 2007 Dinner Dance Theme Contest is now over, but the excitement is only 
beginning.  The contest was a true Golden Slipper event, with nearly 80 people in-
volved in a process that produced two stellar themes for this summer.  The winning 
theme for first encampment is “Into the Future (The Year 2090),” which was submitted 
by Taryn Murphy (’05), a current camper.  The winning theme for second encampment 
is “Candyland,” which was submitted by Allison Gusoff, a former camper and coun-
selor.  Taryn and Allison will each receive a $15 gift certificate to the restaurant of their 
choice as a prize. 
    The entire contest was conducted with the intention of including as many people as 

possible and it is a good sign that so many people in the GSC family 
answered the call.  First, a total of 39 entries containing 30 different 
themes were received, and these submissions came from campers, 
alumni, and staff.  Next, Uncle Brando separated the themes into five 
categories (see page 5 for a complete list) and selected judges from 
across the camp community.  The judges received the themes (but not 
the names of the submitters, to ensure the themes were being judged 
fairly) and were asked to rank their top 10 themes.  Thirty-nine judges, 

including a variety of Golden Slipper CAMPS (Campers, Alumni, Members of the club, 
Parents, and Staff) returned their rankings, and Uncle Brando used a point system to 
determine our Dinner Dance themes for this summer. 
    Uncle Brando was thrilled at the response for the contest, saying, “I think this is a 
good sign for GSC, to see so many of us get involved and be excited for the summer.” 
While only two themes could win, don’t be surprised if your theme pops up one day.  
“The final results were very close, which isn’t surprising when you consider how fun 
and creative the themes sound.  I am currently looking for ways that we can use them 
at GSC.”
